From the Principal

School procedures for the bushfire season

Fire danger ratings and warnings have been introduced in
Victoria to provide clear direction on the safest options for
preserving life.
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Schools — and children’s services — identified as being at
highest bushfire risk will be closed on days declared by fire MODERA CODE RED
authorities to be Code Red. Our school has been identified as 1o - ﬁ

a school at highest bushfire risk. FIRE DANGER RATING

Where possible, we will provide parents with up to three days notice of a planned closure. We will
contact you directly by letter with advice on planned closures and will confirm the decision to close
by 12 noon the day before the planned closure.

Once confirmed, the decision to close will not change, regardless of improvements in the weather
forecast. This is to avoid confusion and help your family plan alternative care arrangements for
your child.

No staff will remain on site when the school is closed due to the risk of fire.
We will also cancel any offsite activities (such as school camps and excursions) and out-of-school
care if the activities are at risk. There may also be changes to school bus routes. Depending on
routes, this may also occur on days when the school is not closed.

On high fire risk days families are encouraged to enact their Bushfire Survival Plan — on such
days, children should never be left at home unattended or in the care of older children.

For those of us living in a bushfire prone area, the safest option when a Code Red day is declared
is to leave the night before, or early in the morning of the Code Red day.




As part of preparing our school for the threat of fire, we have completed the Department of
Education and Early Childhood Development’s self-assessment of our emergency preparedness.

What can parents do?

Make sure your family’s Bushfire Survival Plan is up-to-date and includes alternative care
arrangements in the event that our school is closed. Make sure we have your current contact
details, including your mobile phone numbers and email addresses. Keep in touch with us by
reading our newsletters, by checking our website http://www.warrandytehigh.vic.edu.au/# and by
talking to your child’'s teacher or any other member of the teaching staff.

Most importantly at this time of year, if you're planning a holiday or short stay in the Bush or in a
coastal area, you should check warnings in advance of travel and remain vigilant during your stay.
If your child is old enough, talk to them about bushfires and your family’s Bushfire Survival Plan.
You can access more information about school closures on the Department of Education and Early
Childhood Development website.

Education Maintenance Allowance (EMA)

The Education Maintenance Allowance (EMA) is provided by the Victorian Government to
lower-income families to help with education-related costs.

If you have a child under 16, and you hold a valid Health Care Card, Pension Card, or are a
temporary foster parent, you may be eligible to receive the EMA. The allowance is paid in two
instalments, one in March and one in August.

The payment is intended to assist with education-related costs such as; uniforms ,
excursions , textbooks , and stationery . You can elect to have your EMA paid in one of the
following ways:

Paid by direct deposit (Electronic Funds Transfer) into your own nominated bank
account; or

Paid to the school to be held as credit which you can use towards education expenses;
or

Paid by cheque which will be posted to the school for collection.

In 2014, the annual EMA amount per student is:
$300 for year 7 students
$250 for students in year 8 — until age 16*.
* A pro-rata amount is payable for students turning 16 in 2014.
How to Apply: Contact the school general office to obtain an EMA application form.

Closing Date: You need to obtain an EMA application form from the school office and return
by 28 February 2014 .
